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	Odůvodnění hodnocení práce (silné a slabé stránky práce):

The introduction is boring. Any quote over 4 lines should be in a block-quote format. The English on pages 16-17 is poor, and the accession date in the footnote suggests that these pages were a last-minute addition that somehow escaped the proofreading process. Page 26 is confusing and not well developed, and comments like “brought here” (26), “our ancestry” (26), “we have democracy” (29) and “our sense of belonging” (38) assume incorrectly that the only readers of the thesis will be Czechs living in the Czech Republic. Concerning footnotes, the city of publication should be followed by a colon. And, the comment that Masaryk “had a great deal of luck when he was alive, but little since he died in 1937” (22) is simply humorous. Overall, however, the English and the level of scholarship are both adequate. The author has an interesting idea that atheism killed Czech nationalism, but this idea should have been further developed and supported with evidence.
I did not identify any instances of plagiarism in this work.

Did Masaryk uphold the Pittsburgh Agreement of 1918? If so, how? If not, then why not? 

Father Andrej Hlinka is conspicuously absent from this thesis. Who was he and what role, if any, did he play in Czechoslovak nationalism? 

How did Masaryk and Beneš’s visions for Czechoslovakia differ, and which vision ultimately won out? 
You state quite stereotypically that Czechs “did not share enthusiasm” (19) for the war. How then do you explain the existence and actions of the Czech Foreign Legion during WWI?
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
