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The relevance of the theme for the development of field of study
The doctoral thesis is focused on analysis of economic cycle of the last period with emphasis on the Kondratieff long wave concept. The last period is characterized as a society based on information. The beginning of the fifth Kondratieff was the access and early boom into information society. Author speaks about the impact of the fifth Kondratieff long wave on employment and shows its limits. Author is looking for the next basic innovation, leading to the next Kondratieff long wave in his doctoral thesis. These issues are addressed by many authors and the subject is certainly topical.
The achievements of defined aims and objectives
The author defines four research goals of the thesis 
G1
Confirm or disconfirm the hypothesis H1 and H2 and declare a legality in the so called „capitalistic course of the economy“  

G2
Discuss the different approaches critically while regarding the existence or rather the formation of the term information society.

H1
We are currently living in an information-based society.

H2
The „raw material“ information is an essential driver in the value creation process.
Author emphasizes information and its importance for society. I agree with the author that the information was, is and will be important for the society, but many authors pay attention to other aspects of modern economy - some authors emphasize creative aspects, other authors highlight sustainability and ethic aspects of development etc. 
G3
Introduce the different regions of the world which could have the most profit by the next, sixth “long wave”.
The author presents a brief verbal description for Japan, Asia, USA, former Soviet Union (hard to tell whether the author speaks only about Russia or other successor states, too) and the European Union. Author did not do analyze of Latin America and Brazil.
The author presents two figures on pages 84 and 85, in which he presents the development status of Asia in the global economy. Author writes about the source “own research, self created”. In the text, I did not find a description of the methodology he had used to calculate the percent share of the states in the world economic output for 2007 and 2050.
G4
Describe the essential candidates for a new cycle of growth in order to utilize it for concrete, realizable economical decisions.
Author bases his opinion on the discussions above Nefiodow (2006). Author extrapolates future trends only verbally, not using mathematical and statistical methods. If the author had in mind a specific strategic economic decision of investors, then his description of the regions is insufficient.
The analysis of thesis, the methodology and results
The analytical part of the thesis is very detailed and draws on a number of important scientific resources. Research methodology - the author in addition to secondary sources (library research) conducted interviews and questionnaires. He did not present and comment on the procedure and results of questionnaires and interviews in the thesis (how many respondents, what questions, the questionnaire form, etc.).
Author formulated results mainly verbally without the use of mathematical tools.
A statement on significance of thesis for practice and science

I see the importance of work for science especially in the analysis, which, however, remains in verbal position. The importance of thesis for practice is limited in its scope and the means used.
A statement on formal presentation and language level

Presentation of the work has shortcomings in terms of citation of sources. Author does not follow standard citation mainly because author does not specify publishers of the literature, but only the place and year of publication. For a number of sources I can not distinguish whether it is a book, proceedings or article in a journal (sources 7, 14, 19, 22, 26, 28, 34, 36, 40, 47, 48, 56, 57, 61, 67, 74, 80, 84, 86, 92, 95, 96, 100, 108, 119, 126, 128, 131, 149, 161, 165, 166, 176 ). Sources 9, 10, 43, 175 have cited wrong ISBN. Sources 76 and 79 seem to be the same – is it a book or proceedings? Sources 135 and 137 seem to be similar. Source 110 has no year of publishing. Electronic sources do not meet the standard citation (2, 11, 174 and sources cited in text). Some links in the text are not cited in the bibliography - page 77 the author cites Francis Fukuyama (link Wirtschaftswoche Nr 23 dated 29 May 1997), but the article is not in the bibliography.The bibliography contains quite a lot of newspaper articles (sources 11, 12, 33, 51, 52, 68, 70, 71, 83, 104, 114, 115, 143, 147, 148,174 - newspaper articles can not be considered scientific sources of information because they were created for other purpose.
A statement on student publications

The last five years, author published mainly in the Handbooks (list of published works No 1 - 8) and participated in 10 conferences and presentations. Author did not publish in journals with impact factor.
Conclusion

Student in his doctoral thesis proved a good knowledge of studied problems. I recommend submitting the dissertation thesis for defence.
Questions:
1. Author in his Doctoral Thesis Summary presents the most important shortcut of literature – only one source is the current (source 9: Porvazník, Jan: Holistic Management. Bratislava 2008, ISBN 978-8-0892-5611-2) the other sources are older than year 2000. 
Why do you not refer to the latest sources from the last 5 years in your Doctoral Thesis Summary?
2. You have defended thesis summary in 2010, but for the defense in 2012 you have left your Doctoral Thesis Summary almost identical. Does it mean that you have not received any new scientific findings since 2010?
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
