The author argues that the Patriot Act, despite its downfalls, is a powerful counterterrorism tool that has kept America safe since 9/11. Although the analysis is a bit simplistic and barely touches the surface of a very complicated and divisive issue, the author somewhat adequately proves his point that something had to be done to fight terrorism and the Patriot Act was seemingly the best idea on the table.  He further makes his point that although some Americans criticize the act as a threat to civil liberties, they have not been able to produce a viable alternative that guarantees both liberty and security. As such, the act remains, for the time being, “a necessary evil.”   In Section 3.1, the author goes too in depth on the different provisions of the act but does nothing with the details, leaving the reader to wonder why all the information is important and how it furthers the argument.  Furthermore, the fact that U.S. presidents have in the past sacrificed liberty in favor of security is no justification for the current sacrifice, especially since the author simply describes yet fails to justify the previous civil liberty violations.
