The author argues that it was “the international community’s moral responsibility to intervene” (9) in the Kosovo War, 1998-99. The thesis is well developed and well argued, but the argument falls apart in the last 4 pages. The author suggests rather weakly on page 35 that the international community just had to use force to end the conflict, but by page 37 the author is admitting that “maybe” the conflict could have been dealt with diplomatically. Then on page 38, the author states that NATO intervention was both “necessary and legitimate.” Legitimate?- sure. Necessary?- doubtful. The author overreached by concluding beyond what she was able to prove.
