The author argues, unconvincingly, that skin whitening motivations are “almost the same” worldwide. (11) The topic is too broad, and the treatment of different countries is markedly unequal. As a result, the reader can’t help but wonder if more differences exist that were simply not identified by the author due to a lack of research. 
The author uses relative and vague terminology like white and non-white without defining them. English and proofreading errors (10, 12, 18, 24, 29). A few citation errors.  
The argument is weakened by excessive overgeneralization. 
No plagiarism was identified in this thesis.

	Otázky k obhajobě:
What does it mean to be white or non-white? 

You note the importance of Christian standards of beauty, but you also write about Africa and Asia, the inhabitants of which might not be Christian. What about, for instance, Muslim standards of beauty, and what role, if any, do they play in whitening?

On page 17, you state that whiteness in the antebellum U.S. was associated with political identity. Explain this assertion.
Are “African stores” not “regular American stores”(12)?  What is a “regular American store”? Are you suggesting that Africans are somehow irregular, or somehow un-American?

Is whitening more prevalent in the former English colonies, or does the colonizer not matter?

What is “psychological Africanity” (14) and how does it apply to American blacks?
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
