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	Odůvodnění hodnocení práce (silné a slabé stránky práce):

At the beginning of the introduction, the author credits Masaryk, Beneš, and Štefánik with the formation of the country, but at the end of the same paragraph the author credits the Allies with the formation of the country. The author presents two thesis statements that seemingly contradict each other.  Sometimes the footnotes have spaces in between, sometimes not. Half of page 33 is a quote that really does not forward the argument. In fact, much of the information in this thesis does not forward the argument. Too much attention is paid to the biographies of key participants, and much of the information contained in the biographies is irrelevant.  Furthermore, the birthdates of two key participants are in the wrong century. The English is not academic enough, e.g., the repeated use of the vague expression “a lot” (16, 17, 24). It is not “the Austria-Hungary”. It is Austria-Hungary or the Austrian Hungarian Empire.  If you are going to write a thesis on the dissolution of an empire, you should at least get the name of the empire correct. The dissertation is on the “allied influence” but the thesis spends more time talking about Masaryk and Beneš.  Štefánik and Clemenceau are listed as key participants but are hardly dealt with. In all, the author seems to have been so bogged down in information that she lost her way. Further, the author did not demonstrate the ability to adequately analyze and synthesize information.
No plagiarism was found in this work.

Were Masaryk and Beneš in agreement on the geographic boundaries of the proposed state? If not, whose vision won out?
What were Wilson’s, George’s and Clemenceau’s individual motives for agreeing to an independent Czechoslovakia?

You mention the idea of a corridor connecting Czechoslovakia with Yugoslavia, but state that this idea was ultimately rejected (44). Why was such an idea even suggested to begin with?
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
