No clear thesis statement. Footnotes and bibliography are in incorrect format. A few English errors and numerous proofreading answers (13, 16, 20, 21, 22, 24, 26, 29, 35, 43, 49, 55, 59, 61).
Overgeneralizations abound, as do factual errors (15-16).

No conclusion to the theory section, leaving the reader wondering what point was made.

It is questionnaire, not questioner.

Simplistic analysis. No benchmark for comparison.

The conclusion, that Mexicans will continue to live in the CR and that people should be tolerant towards each other, is worthless.
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You write that it takes longer for Mexicans in the CR to assimilate and adapt. (11) Longer than whom? 

“You write that since 1963, Mexicans have been living in a diverse society.” (16) What happened in 1963 that made Mexico suddenly so diverse?

Defend these statements: 

“The knowledge people “gain constitutes their history.” (16)
“People learn language without conscious awareness.” (18)
The CR and Mexico both “have Greek and Roman roots.” (64)
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
