	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):

The thesis is focused on the effects of the economic crisis that hit the Greek society in the fields of education, health, tourism, social life. Therefore, it affected businesses as well. The author discusses two possibilities how to solve the crisis – to accept or to reject the Memorandum. It also gives a solution of the crisis in the context of the crises in Argentina and Cyprus.

In the analytical part, the author tries to show whether the Memorandum affected the quality of life of ordinary Greeks.

From the linguistics point, the work is very good, as well as the division of the thesis. Individual chapters are well-arranged but the author uses each chapter to quote only one source, without comparing individual opinions from other sources.

Formally, the work meets the requirements.

I recommend that this work be accepted for its rigorous defence.


	Questions to be answered by student:

1) It has been widely publicised in the media that the Greeks used to have a level of many social

    benefits higher than in other countries of the EU – higher wages, pensions, lower retirement age

    etc. To what extent did this apply to the whole of the population and what has the reaction been 

    to the cutting of these benefits following the recent economic crisis?

2) Was the crisis more difficult for the Greeks in towns or in villages?
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
