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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):
The outline includes a non-existent appendices section.
The author seems somewhat biased against the United States and appears to cherry-pick information and even rely on hearsay in order to support his bias. For instance, the author refers to Noriega’s “state of war” comments as “putative” (9) but ignores the fact that Noriega was videoed waving a machete around at anti-American rallies. 
The author concluded beyond what he actually proved.

Even so, the author is right to question American motives for removing Noriega from power.


	Questions to be answered by student:

Besides personal testimonies, which could be biased, is there any “hard” evidence of U.S. “misconduct” (35) in the El Chorrillo neighborhood? You assert that American troops were “merciless” (35). Prove it.
In your opinion, should Noriega have been allowed to remain in power? After his surrender, he was found guilty by courts in the United States, France, and Panama? Were all of these court decisions simply witch hunts, or were some of the guilty verdicts correct in your opinion? If at least one of the legal decisions was correct, doesn’t that justify the decision to depose him?

Drugs produced in Panama were being illegally sold and consumed in the United States. Since you seemingly disagree with the U.S. actions in Panama, what steps should the United States have taken to curtail this illegal trade?
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
