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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):
The thesis is organized in such a way that chapters 2 and 3 contain repetitive information from chapter 1. Sections 4.1 and 4.2 are also needlessly repetitive. In other words, the thesis could have been better organized. 
The author describes the Food Revolution in Huntington and Los Angeles without characterizing either place. To have truly understood Oliver’s successes and failures in America, the author would have needed to do some in-depth research on these very different cities and compare and contrast them. Without this research and analysis, the author’s interpretations are lacking. In fact, this could also be one of the reasons why Oliver failed: he lacked adequate understanding of his test subjects.
The author allowed her clear respect and admiration for Oliver to influence her interpretations.

	Questions to be answered by student:

You note that Huntington, West Virginia is the “unhealthiest city” in America (21, 35). What are the historical and socioeconomic reasons for this unflattering reality? Characterize Appalachia and then apply this information to your conclusions. Is Huntington’s society homogenous or heterogeneous, and how might this have influenced Oliver’s results?
Oliver clearly bit off more than he could chew in Los Angeles, a highly multicultural city with a unique history and society. You argue that he failed in Los Angeles because he could not find community leaders to help him (26). This might be true, but taking into account the heterogeneous character of Los Angeles society, isn’t it possible that Oliver failed in Los Angeles because he tried to satisfy the highly diverse culinary requirements of Hispanics, blacks, Asians, etc., with one program? 
You state that Oliver chose Los Angeles because it is home to one of the largest school districts in the United States and because many of the children within this school district are obese (25). Couldn’t there have been other motives? He could have chosen Houston or Phoenix. Why L.A.?
In April 2013, a British newspaper criticized the “telly chef” Oliver for “encouraging fans to eat meals with more than the daily saturated fat and salt limit in just one portion.” Your response?
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
