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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):
Although generally well researched, the work relies way too heavily on just two sources: Okrent and Behr.
As the title states, the topic was the failure of Prohibition, but over half of the thesis (pages 10-29) concerns the origins of Prohibition. 
Some information in the thesis, although certainly interesting, does not necessarily forward the argument.
The thesis mostly documents events in the Northeast and Midwest, while largely ignoring events in the rest of the country.

	Questions to be answered by the student:
How did Prohibition play out in the South or the Southwest? Was alcohol crossing the Mexican border like it was the Canadian border? 
Florida was central to blockade running efforts during the U.S. Civil War. Could the same be said for Florida during Prohibition? How did Florida’s close social, economic, and cultural connections to Cuba influence Prohibition?

Why, in your opinion, was Chicago the place that bred corruption?
What, if any, lasting cultural influences did Prohibition have on the United States? 
You suggest that the Roosevelt administration ended Prohibition to raise tax revenue and decrease enforcement expenses, but you also state that Roosevelt wanted to “alleviate suffering” (44). Couldn’t ending Prohibition have been a way to alleviate suffering? In other words, was alcohol the Roosevelt administration’s ‘opiate for the masses’?
Homer Simpson once referred to alcohol as “the cause of and solution to all of life’s problems.” Do you agree or disagree, and why?
