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	Odůvodnění hodnocení práce: 
The author tackles a topic that is not supported by many existing secondary sources, as she deals with a contemporary novel and an author who is not yet well-known. This benefits the originality of her thesis, which can serve as an introduction to Anthony Doerr and his works and especially to his novel All the Light We Cannot See. This also means that the author had to rely on limited sources and her own analysis of the novel. Unfortunately, the benefits of the thesis for readers are tainted by a number of flaws.
- The author defines the aims of her thesis, including the thesis statement, clearly in the introduction, however, the thesis statement is not confirmed in the conclusion of the thesis.
- Regarding the thesis structure – unfortunately, the title of Chapter 4 suggests that it is not part of the analysis of the novel, but stands aside, as another part of the contextual background.
- Numerous grammar mistakes (subject-predicate agreement, word order), limited vocabulary, simplistic sentences including generalizations. Some sentences are hard to understand, and the writing does not meet the standards of academic discourse.

- The presented analyses are rather descriptive, yet the author manages to come to interesting conclusions regarding Doerr´s novel and its protagonists.

- The second chapter, which presents a historical background to the novel, demonstrates a tendency to over-rely on certain sources, however, it still presents a solid contextual background for the thesis that is coherently interconnected with the analytical part of the thesis.

- Occassional citation errors.
