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Mistakes in Abstract and Introduction.
Where are your primary sources? The Founding Fathers wrote extensively on race and slavery. Why not use their own words?

Factual errors on pages 13, 20, 28 and 31.

The quality of English decreases after page 13. Sentence fragments abound. The thesis would have benefited from a thorough proofreading.

Chapter 4 is outside the scope of the thesis.

Jefferson’s Slave Trade Act of 1807 is conspicuously absent from the work.

Weak conclusion. Would you really have us believe that the Founding Fathers, who in your opinion were all abolitionists (36), maintained slavery simply because they feared change and feared that dealing with the issue would weaken the union? If fear was the driving force behind their decision to maintain slavery even though they supposedly believed slavery to be “morally wrong” (36), then America’s Founding Fathers were not heroic but weak.
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On page 33, you state that “slavery was not a phenomenon that could last forever.” Defend this assertion.

Why did indentured servitude fail?
What role, if any, did religion play in the decision to maintain slavery?

Why did the Jefferson Administration outlaw slave importation as of January 1, 1808? What influence did this have on the peculiar institution?
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
