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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):
Sections 1.21 and 1.22 are distracting and unnecessary. This information could have easily been incorporated elsewhere. Nice use of Chinese language source though.
Factual errors on page 16.

Poor organization. Section 2.2 spans 1850-1930, but Section 2.3 deals with the 1850s and 60s. The information in Section 2.2 should have been incorporated chronologically into other sections.
Section 2.2.1, the story of Fou Sin, creates more questions than it answers and leaves the reader confused. 

Section 2.3 illustrates the main problem of the thesis: poor and often illogical organization. In this one section, the information is ordered as follows: 1851, 1882, 1852, 1880, 1865, 1869, and 1862.

Section 2.5.1 leaves the reader at a complete loss. Not only does it disrupt the order of the thesis, but it doesn’t seem to forward the argument at all.
Section 2.5 on Angel Island should have been incorporated into Section 2.6 on the Progressive Era.

Sections 2.6.1 and 2.7.1, on the World’s Fairs, are worthless in their current form, as they don’t forward the argument at all. This was the chance to demonstrate how white American attitudes towards Chinese immigrants evolved between 1915 and 1939. Instead, all these sections do is provide general descriptions of the fairs. Where is the analysis?

Section 2.7 is about California during the Great Depression but not about Chinese California, which is the topic of the thesis.

It is not clear how pages 33-36 relate to the topic or forward the argument.
The title of the thesis is “California’s Chinese Community,” but the thesis seems to deal only with San Francisco’s Chinese community. 

Weak conclusion.

This thesis demonstrates no critical thinking and includes no analysis, which are basic requirements of a thesis.

How many Chinese staked claims during the Gold Rush?
Compare and contrast the depictions of Chinese in the two San Francisco World’s Fairs.
How exactly did the Communist revolution in China influence American attitudes towards Chinese immigrants?
