	Odůvodnění hodnocení práce:

Formally, this thesis is above average. The language is appropriate and the storyline flows nicely, with very few exceptions (e.g., Chapter 8 starts by mentioning Wilson and his two advisors, but their names are not given. It is thus a reader’s guess that 8.1 and 8.2 are dedicated to these two advisors). Content wise, the thesis focuses on the creation of Czechoslovakia after WWI, in 1918, but reaches as far as 1989 and 1993. Even though this is almost 75 years after the focal point, the author presents the links and draws parallels and consequences well so that no part seems out of the thesis scope. However, the story is slightly disproportioned in the density of details: some aspects (e.g., the correspondence of Masaryk and Wilson) are covered rigorously while the creation of Czechoslovakia after WWII is covered very briefly. Also, some details are omitted completely, e.g., that Slovakia was officially a fascist state during WWII thus considered a loser of the war, yet it was not treated as a loser – due to the massive popular anti-fascist uprising. Generally a well-done work that was pleasure to read.

· You claim education improved dramatically for under-educated Slovaks during the First Republic. Was this due to the well-educated Czechs or was it primarily an effort stemming from Slovakia itself?

· Is there any realistic possibility that political choices and preferences of 1989/1993 were influenced by Pittsburgh Agreement of 1918? 
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
