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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):

Strengths: 

1. The paper is rather well-written: the choice of language and the style of writing are rather enjoyable. 

2. The paper is well-structured, and the arguments are easy to follow. 

3. The thesis does not lack topicality, and the methodology is clearly outlined. 

4. There is a rather detailed and thorough analysis of the text and the influence of époque on it. 

Weaknesses:

1. Some of the things are left unnoticed by the student: for example, the author insists on the idea that the upper society of 1920 is so corrupt and reckless that it crashes everything on its way. This is the official interpretation usually favoured by the critics and suggested by the narrator of the story. However, what I think Christine fails to notice is that Gatsby and Myrtle are two no less shallow people drawn in by the glitter of gold. The student writes “Even the purest of human connections are corrupted…”, but Gatsby and Myrtle are actually corrupt themselves, as both choose illegal or unethical ways to get to the place they do not belong to. They both die in the end, not only because they are smashed by Tom and Daisy, as symbols of the golden elite, but for their (Gatsby’s and Myrtle’s) pretence. Thus, I would disagree with the statement that they are “victim[s] of abuse and manipulation”. 
2. Another thing, which I think the paper lacks is the analysis of religious allusions and the role of religion for the époque, as this is also a part of historical and social context of the novel. 


	Questions to be answered by the student:

1. What social stereotypes, apart from the image of a flapper, are also projected in the novel? 
2. F.S. Fitzgerald wrote other works; however, none is as popular as The Great Gatsby. What is the reason for popularity of this book and its becoming canonical literature? 
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
