This bachelor thesis can show that world fairs are much more than just the exhibition of the economic power of a country but may be analysed with regard to the ideological constructions that even determine the geographical shape or the arrangement of the buildings. What is especially interesting in this case is the space that was allocated to women, and the role of the Third World countries and the indigenous population. But of course we also get a lively impression of the image the US tried to create of themselves in a time when America had overtaken England and the rest of Europe in terms of economic power and political influence in the world.

Ms Chmelova gives a detailed historical account of the planning and execution of the world fair, the problems that arose in the course of it, and the final shape of the exhibition. The thesis is well-structured and basically written in fluent English, only occasionally interrupted by linguistic mistakes.
