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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):
You repeatedly state that the “only thing the fair and [Columbus] had in common” (8) was a name, but that is not true. Columbus began the process of Manifest Destiny, whereas the fair celebrated its fulfillment.
The English drops in quality after page 20, e.g., “the site visited more than 3,000 people.” (22)

How Section 4.4 forwards the argument remains unclear.

Chapter 5 is too long and, like Chapter 4, contains unnecessary information.

Turner’s “Frontier Thesis” is conspicuously absent, and this despite the fact that we devoted an entire seminar to it in American Studies.
