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	Odůvodnění hodnocení práce:

The thesis is on a fresh and innovative topic, applying the theory of environmental determinism on a book series that has not been subject to many academic debates or theses. The theoretical background of the thesis is well-done, the author demonstrates her ability to work with secondary sources and use them adequately. The aims are clearly stated and the thesis is written in good English.

However, the analyses are largely descriptive and fail to go into depth, they include detours (for example religion, notes on the life of dryads, social hierarchy) that do not contribute to what the thesis is trying to argue, or it is not clear how these detours help with the main argument. The conclusions are unconvincing, proving that the use of the environment in the book series is random and side-effectish rather than intentional and well planned, which is the oppossite of what the author claims.
