Overall thesis assessment and questions for the defence:
(Both the Master’s thesis supervisor and reviewer present their questions.)

[bookmark: _GoBack]Within the framework of formal adjustments, the Rector’s Directive No. SR/33/2019 is not observed. The diploma thesis is not divided according to the recommended structure of chapters.There is no clear separation between the theoretical part and the analytical and project part. The relevant sources are not listed for the tables and graphs. Most of the literary sources listed in the References are not cited in the work! Chapter 2.2 RISK, TIME AND COST ANALYSIS  is very general, I miss more meaningful analyzes, especially in terms of costs and time horizon of the project.Within the analytical part, only the SWOT analysis and the simplified analysis of the competition were performed, which is insufficient. The project part is below average. There is no comprehensive financial plan for the project. The issue of financial resources for the project is solved only on a theoretical level. There is essentially no critical literature review. The aim of the diploma thesis is defined very generally and indefinitely.  Rather than a diploma thesis, it resembles a seminar work. The thesis does not meet the minimum requirements for this type of university qualification thesis. The diploma thesis must be thoroughly reworked!
