Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):

I found this bachelor’s thesis well done in terms of both information and (to a lesser degree) language. The period geopolitical context is described succinctly, especially the various relationships among the various Indian tribes with both the French and later the British. The standard interpretation that the French had much closer relationships with the Indians than did the British is explored in some detail, i.e. as British “acts of hostility and ignorance” (24) are described a main cause of Pontiac’s War. But one British successful negotiation with the Ohio Valley Indians is also described (14). The various battles, conquests and prisoner exchanges are explored and the ramifications of the conflicts are made clear, e.g. the change of status of the tribes “from being savages with no land rights to semi-autonomous legal residents of British lands.” (36)

In terms of structure and content, more pages are devoted to the French and Indian War than to Pontiac’s War, 11 pages compared to 10 respectively. Thus we can say that the theme is generally about the changing relationships between the various Indians tribes and the Europeans over the years than it is strictly about Pontiac’s Rebellion. And the whole thesis is a bit short, only 24 pages from the Introduction to the Conclusion. But what is here communicates clear information and results with a bit of analysis here and there, and the story is definitely an important one to be told. All in all a good job.

2) Generally, what role did Indian tribes play in the period leading up to or during the American Revolution War? For example, did different tribes take different sides?
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
