The aim of the BA thesis was to analyze how the concept of LOVE is represented in modern songs.  

Strengths: 
· The thesis discusses metaphoric cognition and gives an overview of Conceptual Metaphor Theory. 
· The bibliography includes the most relevant sources dealing with the topic.
Weaknesses:

· The thesis requires better proofreading. 
· The analytical part does not reflect the topic of the thesis. The methodology applied for the analysis does not reflect the CMT methodology and is more of a student’s layman interpretation. 
· The analysis of what the student terms as “conceptual metaphors” is not backed by solid explanations and discussion. The choice of fragments from songs is not explained. 
· The introduction does not clearly state a research question. The conclusions are too general and do not reflect the discussion of the results.
