Overall thesis assessment and questions for the defence:
(Both the Master’s thesis supervisor and reviewer present their questions.)

The topic of thesis is very interesting and suitable for this type of thesis. Author managed his work very well and overall the thesis of sufficient quality and is at a level of a standard master’s thesis. Thesis is written well (with minor errors in spelling) and contains a logical structure. Results and recommendations are appropriate, but are missing some form of a cost analysis. The biggest flaw of the thesis is its theoretical part - to be more specific - student omitted to include a chapter specifically focusing on goals and methods of the thesis (this information is included in abstract and in the text of thesis itself, but it should be stated separately according to normal master’s thesis structure), also theoretical part lacks any direct references to the literature - literature is referenced correctly at the end of the thesis and the literature review clearly originates from these sources. However, omitting direct quotes in the text is the biggest flaw of the thesis, which could have been easily fixed if student discussed his final version of the thesis with me.

But generally, the thesis is very well written and meets all necessary criteria for this type of the work, if the lack of references in the text is overlooked.

Questions for the student:
1) Which from the proposed recommendations do you consider to be the most important one, which definitely should be implemented and why?


The contents of Master’s thesis handed over are identical with the electronic version entered in the IS/STAG. Based on the results, it was found that the thesis  free of plagiarism.
