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	Odůvodnění hodnocení práce:

The work lacks organizational precision; chapter titles do not correspond to the contents (e.g., Ch. 1.2 Czech-English morphological interference discusses history of teaching foreign languages).
Czech does not recognise nouns as sexless as it is in English p. 17, which is an incorrect and slightly humorous use of linguistic (or biological) terminology. 
The thesis offers unnecessary details on some issues (e.g., an overtly complex overview of English for Business Administration) while more detailed description of important issues is missing (e.g., features of the research material). 

Reading is often difficult due to very poor sentence structures, where gerunds are used far too often and sentences miss predicates. 
Concluding statement on the number of mistakes in pre and post-test states wrong numbers.
