	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):
- Clear and simple, straightforward outline

- Thesis is coherent, chapters logically linked

- Interesting topic with outreach to Atwood´s own theory of victimization

- Application of Atwood´s theory and the analysis of chosen characters is well done, unfortunately, author´s English allows for some mistakes and expressions that lower the level of otherwise remarkable analysis. The style in which the thesis is written, at times does not correspond with academic style.
- Conclusion successfully synthesizes the outcomes of the analysis in a comprehensive way

- Student consulted her thesis and worked diligently.
- However, multiple formal and formatting shortcomings occur – double chapter titles in the outline, mistakes in citations and paragraph indentation, incomplete sentences (i.e., in Conclusion)
- English mistakes are also present – especially excessive use of commas


	Questions to be answered by student:
1. In your thesis you also describe other Atwood novels that deal with the theme of bullying, and you mention the development of the theme from particular (Surfacing, Cat´s Eye) to universal (The Handmaid´s Tale). In The Handmaid´s Tale the selected victimized characters do not achieve the 4th victim position, as defined by Atwood. What about the characters of Atwood´s other novels you write about? Do any of the protagonists mentioned achieve the 4th position? Why do you think this is? How does their “victim journey” differ from that of the characters you analysed in The Handmaid´s Tale?
2. Is there any correlation between the form of bullying the victim undergoes and her ability to change her victim position in The Handmaid´s Tale?
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
