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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):
In Ken Kesey’s novel One Flew Over the Cuckoo’s Nest, the closed psychiatric institution becomes a prison-like microcosm that symbolizes the macrocosm of society and what is going on ‘out there’. The concepts of structural violence and heterotopia the candidates theoretical starting points,  would have made wonderful tools to analyse this novel. The candidate, however, seems to have not fully understood these concepts and their implications. The result is that her interpretation swims on the surface, and that she does not get deeper into the text. This impression is deepened by the fact that her English is partly clumsy, and her formulations, at least at times, sound rather naïve. In addition to that, her text sometimes lacks structure and coherence. Although she describes the context of the novel, she makes nothing out of it and does not point out sufficiently how it relates to Kesey’s text.
