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	Thesis statement formulation 
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	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):
In her BA thesis, the candidate concentrates very much on the target of the adaptation, namely on Oliver Parker’s film version. In terms of adaptation theory, this is the correct proceeding, even if it leads away from Wilde’s original text. In this way, Glabova succeeds in pointing out the differences between source and original, which are largely owing to the different medium and the different target audience for which the film is produced. She can show that the film is basically interested in the mystery and murder plot, that Stone has invented an additional love story between Dorian and – ironically –Lord Henry Wotton’s pretty sister (not in the novel), and that the film shifts the time setting further into the 20th century, so that automobiles and even an electric tube can be used by the film director as part of the setting. In comparison to that, the metafictional self-reflections about the relation between art and reality, and the principles of art in general, which are so important for Oscar Wilde, are missing. A great strength of her thesis lies in the fact that she understands that film is a different semiotic system in comparison to the novel, and that she applies the right terms of film analysis throughout. 
The thesis is well-structured, basically written influent English, and makes good use of secondary sources.


	Questions to be answered by student:
1) Could a film such as Dorian Gray make use of the aesthetic discussions going on in Wilde’s novel?
If you compare the two media – literature and film – to each other, what do you find most important?
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
