	Evaluation justification (strengths and weaknesses of thesis):
Analyses of Bradbury's Fahrenheit 451 are favourite with our students. The book is usually discussed at Czech high schools, and it was discussed in the Introduction to the Study of Literature and Film course within this study program. One is thus curious about what new the candidate has to say about the novel. Unfortunately, we are presented with a superficial thesis which hardly works with the text of the novel. Perhaps the greatest irony in the thesis is that in the two-page plot summary (Chapter 4) there are eight references to a study guide (CliffsNotes) and none to the novel itself. Actually, there is not a single reference to the novel itself in any of the footnotes. The author refers to locations in sources that do not exist (note 54). Some sections offer comments on current events (6.1) with no link to the novel under analysis. The conclusion is too short, and in its second paragraph it comments on themes that were not discussed in the thesis ("social media censorship and the banning of certain books in schools and libraries"). The author divides the thesis into "Theory" and "Analysis" in spite of repeated warnings that theses in literature are not divided in this way. The style of footnotes does not correspond to the Chicago style. The thesis is thus no more than another rehashing of its well-known themes. The defense, to which I recommend the thesis in spite of all its shortcomings, will show if this is sufficient for a passable bachelor thesis.
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2) How did the ban on books actually start in the novel? Why is this question important and what consequences does it have for any interpretation of the novel?
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
