MSc. Batbaatar Tsegmid started to study his Ph.D. programme in November 2006 as a full-time student at the Faculty of Technology at Tomas Bata University in Zlin. 
He had fulfilled all the duties connected with the Ph.D. study programme and in 2009 he passed the state exam entitled “Polyolefin/clay nanocomposites”. 
During his studies he participated in the following project: FI-IM3/085 “Nanocomposites based on the polyolefin matrix with the special properties”
His dissertation deals with the investigation of the possibility to prepare polyolefin/clay nanocomposite with using of nanofillers modified by a new method – grafting. The aims of the dissertation were accomplished. Upon the results obtained, one paper is in a preparation and results will be presented in October at the PPS conference.
To sum up, I conclude that MSc. Batbaatar Tsegmid is able to carry out research and work independently in the research area concerning polymer nanocomposite with clay nanofiller. Thus, I recommend him for the defence of his Ph.D. thesis.
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
