Re: References to Ms. Veronika Habrová 

As a consultant of Ph.D. thesis collected by Ms. Veronika Habrová, I am glad that I can finally point out her professional background for the purposes of her Ph.D. defense. A title of thesis is “Self-reinforcement of polyolefins” and basically deals with the effect of flow induced crystallization on final properties of extrudates during continuous extrusion. The macromolecules are elongated and oriented in hyperbolically diverging extrusion die and to prevent their relaxation they are cooled down at high pressures and precisely controlled temperatures within cooling/heating zones. The experimental design of experiment is thus particularly complicated. It should be noted that Veronika was able to challenge these experimental difficulties through careful literature overview, design of the experiment and its performance. As a result, she prepared the various extrudates possessing fibrous morphology with outstanding macroscopic properties. Subsequently, she acquired the principles of several experimental techniques to evaluate the morphology and properties of prepared extrudates. Finally, she was able to discuss the result and to collect them in several contributions and to present within Czech and also international scientific scale. 

Veronika is hard-working and thinking student. She can communicate in English and German languagues. She spent 3 months at a research stay in ÖFI Institute in Wien, 2 weeks at Department of Chemistry at Faculty of Science, Katholieke Universiteit Leuven in Belgium and actively attended several international conferences. She is also author and co-author of several scientific contributions as can be seen from her CV.
