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The Master`s thesis by Nataliia Pletenova is an in-depth study focusing on specific field within illustration art and I see its importance in bringing gender perspective to our regional academic discourse. After a brief historical review the author unveils chapters dealing with different genres of illustration art, always abundant in relevant authors and also rich in accompanying figures. The author of the text focuses on three key personalities (by her own choice, the question would be why just these three were given such an attention and not others): Eugenia Gapchinska, Jelena Kevic Djudjevic, and Audrey Kawasaki. 

I was delighted when I discovered that the thesis is not only a survey of illustration artists relating to the chosen topic. The thesis also encompasses a chapter referring to female depiction in media market and advertising industry. This is an important moment that shows author`s understanding the topic in more complex scope.

The only thing I miss in the part named II. PRACTICAL PART is a description of the author`s own illustration technique. We can read one paragraph about typesetting but I believe that certain explanation of how the illustration itself was created would suit this excellent thesis without any doubts.

I recommend this work for further board assessment.

The Master`s thesis project by Nataliia Pletenova is a beautiful and excellent example how 

to employ contemporary digital tools (Adobe Photoshop and subsequently Adobe InDesign) in the process of creating an illustrated book without losing original poetic atmosphere. Illustrations for the tale Večer před svatým Janem are not just images accompanying 

the literary text  by Nikolaj Vasiljevič Gogol. They represent truly indivisible component 

of the whole project, book as an object, in which visual and literary languages coexist 

in precious and unforced unity. A high level of craftsmanship can also be seen in very sensitive application of handwritten quotations in individual illustrations and also on the book cover.

I believe that the book would find its audience both among young readers as well as adult readers who have appreciation of highly aesthetic artifacts.

My only question/concern about the project would regard the typesetting of the main text using the font Adobe Caslon Pro. I am a bit afraid that the typeface size is smaller than it is appropriate, especially if we consider the needs of elementary and middle school students.

I recommend this work for further board assessment.
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
