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	Odůvodnění hodnocení práce: 
- The author fails to use appropriate terminology, especially when referring to narrative situations in both novels

- Aims of the thesis are well-defined in the introduction, however, the thesis statement lacks clarity.
- Chapter 1, which is to present the historical context, shows a tendency to over-rely on particular sources (especially Gruntová – which is also a heavily used source in the analysis)
- Frequent citation errors (e.g., using shortened footnote references, even though it is the first reference to a particular source, missing italics in the titles of novels, footnotes should be single-spaced, etc.)
- Work with sources is heavily flawed – it is not clear how much text is taken from the source, where the paraphrase of the source starts and where it finishes, therefore the contextual chapter seems like a mere compilation from sources. Also, in some places the source is missing. 
- The author uses sources that are unacceptable in academic text (for example, http://teachersites.com)

- Better chapter titles would be preferable – especially when the actual analysis starts. The name of chapter 4, “Initial Conditions,” does not suggest the beginning of the analytical part of her thesis clearly enough.

- Analyses of the protagonists are mostly descriptive, repetitive and reach rather vague conclusions. She uses a general comparison of the protagonists in order to reach conclusions that do not emerge from such comparisons (for example, how is a positive relationship with the protagonists´ mothers connected to the protagonists´ portrayal as victims of war – which is the author´s supposed thesis statement?) Moreover, the thesis includes irrelevant information that destroys its coherence. Nevertheless, on the positive side, the author does demonstrate the ability of synthesis when comparing the selected protagonists.
- The initial idea to compare these two protagonists is interesting and promising, and could have resulted in an original outcome, however, thanks to many flaws, this potential is not fully met in this thesis.

1. Compare and contrast narrative situations in both novels, using appropriate discourse and terminology.
2. Discuss general rules on working with sources when writing an academic text. What should be avoided at all costs?
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
