Supervisor’s evaluation of Ing. Radek Pivokonský with respect to the  Ph.D. study
During the Ph.D. study, Ing. Radek Pivokonský has showed excellent capability to perform both experimentally and theoretically based work. In more detail, firstly, he was able to overcome many difficulties connected with very complex rheological characterization of linear and branch polyolefines including newly developed branched metallocene based PP. Secondly, he has demonstrated mathematical and programming capability to solve complicated set of differential equations derived from molecular based constitutive equations needed for polymer melts flow characterization. Moreover, he was participating on 5 different grant projects (GA AV, KJB2810401, GA CR, 103/05/2311, GA CR, 103/06/1033, GA AS CR KJB208100702 and GA AS CR A200600703), spending three months at University of Bradford, UK (The School of Engineering, Design and Technology, IRC in Polymer Engineering) and presenting own research work at international conferences and research journals (Acta Technica CSAV and J.Non-Newt. Fluid Mech.).
Conclusion: Radek Pivokonský is clever, hard working researcher with clear focus and high capability to do independent research work and therefore I fully recommend his work to be proceeded through the oral Ph.D. defense as scheduled.
