Evaluation, comments, remarks and suggestions:

· Based on the research and analysis of media materials, the author provided a clear description of the structure and activities of the institution International Office TBU in Zlín, which includes welcome services for foreign students in its job description (up to page 46).
· The author was able to integrate the topic of his diploma thesis into the current discourse of the internationalization of higher education.
· The work brings a number of inspiring findings in the analytical part and a number of useful recommendations in the project part.
· The research design of the work is appropriately chosen.
· There is a lack of more detailed information about the thematic analysis, which has become the main analytical tool used in the thesis. For example, basic information about the concept of thematic analysis, which was created in 2006 by psychologists Virginia Braun and Victoria Clark (see doi:10.1191/1478088706qp063oa. S2CID 10075179), specifically about their method of coding themes and about the concept of six phases of thematic analysis would help clarify the principles on which the key themes and issues facing international students were generated.
· 16 semi-structured interviews with foreign students are insufficiently analyzed and interpreted. The author did not use the analytical options offered by the ATLAS.ti software. He only presents a list of topics that appear in the interviews and arranges them according to the frequency of their occurrence.

The author did not extend the research findings to individual respondents. Individual topics and individual problem areas identified using the Atlas.ti software are not related to specific respondents and are also not supported by quotes from interviews, which is self-evident and necessary in content analysis. (It is not stated which students hold specific positions and opinions, from which country and cultural area they are. And it is also not stated whether they are held by a woman or a man. The respondents are presented as one "homogeneous" whole-set/sample).
This procedure did not make it possible to present the opinions and evaluations of students due to their cultural and gender affiliation. The internationalization of higher education and the solution of problems encountered by foreign students, on the other hand, require differentiated data in a given direction.
Questions: 

· Slovak students make up a significant part of foreign students studying at TBU in Zlin. They are among the long-term international students at TBU in Zlín and mostly participate in Czech study programs. Why did they not become the object of research? What is their cultural and legislative status?

· Atlas.ti can process not only literary texts, but also audio recordings. Why didn't you use this feature and instead convert the audio recordings of the conversations into written text using OTTER speech-to-text decoding software? (Cf. page 57.)

· What visualization possibilities does the Atlas.ti software offer and how could these possibilities be used in the diploma thesis?
Plagiarism control was negative – the system found a 2% agreement.
