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	Odůvodnění hodnocení práce:
The thesis is very well-written, takes up an interesting topic and a relatively unknown author, and explores her work from an expected, yet, necessary and much needed angle. Therefore, I evaluate the originality and contribution of such a thesis highly.

The language is clear and comprehensible and the structure logical.

The analysis of the novel is well-executed, bringing interesting and relevant points, educating the reader extensively on the particularities of a woman’s life in the South Africa during Apartheid. Simultaneously, the author of the thesis points out author’s innovative approach to the female protagonist, bringing to light the feminist issues she aims to explore in her thesis.
What I would appreciate, though, is a much clearer specification of what particular issues, related to feminism, the thesis is going to explore, sooner than in a list at the very end of the analysis. Also, given the fact that in the first part of the thesis the author states that Black women did not feel well represented by white feminism, and therefore, found the adequate representation of their issues in Womanism (as coined and defined by Alice Walker), I wonder why the topic of the thesis is Feminism in Sindiwe Magona’s novel, especially when, as the author claims in the Conclusion, Magona never called herself a feminist.
All in all, the thesis is informative and brings relevant conclusions regarding the author that deserves to be known more among the readers and scholars.
