The thesis brings an interesting and unusual angle to Magona’s novel, focusing on rather inconspicuous elements of the supernatural. I appreciate the choice of the topic, as it focuses on an author from marginalized literatures within anglophone literatures, whose work deserves a more scholarly attention.

The thesis presents a thorough and detailed introduction, with clear thesis statement. In comparison, the conclusion runs too short and fails to summarize succintly the results of the analysis.

Analysis is very well executed, adequately supported by primary source and focusing clearly on meeting the objectives the author set out to meet in the introduction. It successfully proves the presence of supernatural elements in the novel.

However, the thesis is plagued by quite a few shortcomings, most of which I assume were the result of time pressure. Language mistakes are frequent, as are awkward formulations and incomplete sentences. List of sources is rather short. Theory seems rather disjointed and fragmented, for example the chapter on Post-apartheid literature focuses more on a listing of  major themes that appear in some works of aforementioned literature.

The thesis would benefit from better organisation of structure.

Chapters on feminism and Magona’s life suffer from overreliance on one source, so they read very much like copy-paste.

However, there still is a lot to appreciate about the thesis and therefore I recommend it wholeheartedly for defense.
