Ph.D. Student Evaluation – MSc. Madina Abshinova

MSc. Madina Abshinova started to study her Ph.D. programme in November 2004 as a full-time student at the Faculty of Technology at Tomas Bata University in Zlin. In 2006 she gained a part-time position as a research assistant at Polymer Centre. 
She had fulfilled all the duties connected with the Ph.D. study programme and in 2007 she passed the state exam entitled “Polymer magnetic composites: structure and properties”. 
During her studies she participated in the following projects: MSM 7088532101, CZ 62, ME 883 KONTAKT and cooperated with many partners from Czech, Slovak and Russian Academy of Sciences.
Her dissertation deals with the investigation of electromagnetic properties of polymer magnetic composites based on carbonyl iron with application in electromagnetic shielding and medicine. The aims of the dissertation were accomplished. Upon the results obtained, one paper has been published, one is accepted and one is submitted to international journals with impact factors from 1.7 to 2.2. She presented the results at many international conferences, namely in Russia (2005, 2007), in Japan (2006), in the Slovak Republic (2006, 2007), in Singapore (2007) and in Poland (2007).
Consequently, I conclude that MSc. Madina Abshinova is able to carry out high-level research and work independently in any research area concerning magnetic materials and their application. Thus, I recommend her for the defence of her Ph.D. thesis.
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
